HOW THE MEMORIAL TREE PROGRAM WORKS 
The City of Helena Parks Department supervises the selection, purchase, placement and maintenance of trees suitable for planting in 
Helena’s public parks and landscaped areas. 

All contributions are acceptable and accumulate toward the price of a tree. Cost of a tree is $175.00. Metal plaques stating the 
common and botanical name of the tree and the name of the person or group memorialized are available for an additional $25.00 

In support of this program, Growing Friends of Helena will, as resources allow, pay one half of the cost of the memorial tree and 
plaque. A brief acknowledgement of the contribution by Growing Friends will be inscribed on the plaque. 

Names of those honored and the names of the donors are inscribed in a City Beautiful Memorial Register located in the Parks 
Administration Office in the City-County Building. Recognition by card will be sent to all donors and families of those being honored.
